Brief Solution-Oriented Counseling in Schools

 Solution-oriented counseling stresses working from the student’s view of the problem and moving quickly to generate possible solutions; it is a research-supported, culturally sensitive approach well suited for the practical realities of schools and school problems. This session will provide an overview of the approach and offer guidance on how to become more solution-oriented in your day-to-day work. 

Kathleen Minke, NCSP holds degrees in school psychology from James Madison University (Ed.S., 1984) and Indiana University, (Ph.D., 1991). She worked as a practitioner in Virginia, Indiana and Maryland. He has written frequently in the Connecticut School Psychologist about ethical and professional practice issues facing school psychologists in our state.

Rossella Fanelli has been a school psychologist in the New Canaan Public Schools for over thirty years. She is on the CASP executive board and has served in several positions including president. Rossella is the NASP delegate for Connecticut and delegate representative for the Northeast Region. As a delegate representative, Rossella sits on the NASP executive board. She has also participated on the SDE advisory board that created the guidelines on SRBI for Connecticut.
